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COVID-19 

Over the last few days I have spoken to a number of parents about children feeling ill with cold like 

symptoms, this is a very strange time and increased anxiety regarding coronavirus has obviously made the 

situation more difficult. 

The main symptoms of coronavirus (COVID-19) are: 

• A high temperature of 37.8 degrees or above – this means you feel hot to touch on your chest or 
back (you do not need to measure your temperature) 

• A new, continuous cough – this means coughing a lot for more than an hour, or 3 or more coughing 
episodes in 24 hours (if you usually have a cough, it may be worse than usual) 

• A loss or change to your sense of smell or taste – this means you've noticed you cannot smell or 
taste anything, or things smell or taste different to normal 

 If you or your child is displaying any of 

these symptoms we ask that you do not 

attend school and ARE tested for 

coronavirus, on most occasions test 

results come back with 24 hours and 

children can return to school straight 

away following a negative test. I am 

unable to provide medical advice as to 

whether you should send your child to 

school, and if you are in any doubt or 

worried please use the NHS 111 online 

coronavirus service.

SchoolMoney 

To log into SchoolMoney, visit the website www.eduspot.co.uk and click on 

the sign in button in the top right-hand corner. In the drop down, select the 

SchoolMoney Parent Login option and this will send you through to a page 

where you need to enter your mobile number, email address, the 

password we have sent to you, and your child’s first name.  

If for any reason you are struggling to log in, it may be because you have not provided us 

with the correct contact details. Please let us know immediately if either your mobile 

number or email address changes. 

We no longer will be accepting cash for any payments due in school, including dinner 

money, from Monday 2nd November 2020. Please sign up to SchoolMoney as soon as 

possible. 

We appreciate your cooperation in the early stages of rolling this system out to you. 

Home time Arrangements  

It is vitally important that parents notify the school of any alterations to home time arrangements 

for their child.  Under Child Protection procedures, we are unable to allow children to go home with 

friends/relatives other than the usual person unless we have parental permission to do so.  Parents 

should send a note or telephone the school office, if appropriate.
